WHAT IS FERPA? The Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974 (FERPA),
as amended, requires that students be advised of their rights concerning their
education records and of certain categories of public information which the
University has designated “directory information”. The law applies to all schools
that receive funds under an applicable program of the U.S. Department of
Education. All students who want to authorize other individuals to have access to
any of their student education records must set FERPA permissions by logging into
their student portal.
